As Chair of the Essex Region Source Protection Committee, I have been asked by the Ministry of the
Environment to consult locally with the agricultural community, rural landowners, and other local
stakeholders on changes to the Ontario Drinking Water Stewardship Program (ODWSP).

The Ontario government passed the Clean Water Act, 2006 (CWA) to help protect drinking water at
the source, as part of an overall commitment to safeguard human health and the environment. The
Clean Water Act empowers municipalities, conservation authorities, community groups, and residents
to work together to a common goal of safe water by developing watershed based Source Protection
Plans.

The ODWSP was specifically incorporated into the CWA in response to concerns regarding the need
to financially assist those that may be affected by the CWA in the future. A total of $28 million over a
four-year period (2007-2011) has been committed by the Government to assist property owners and
businesses to take early action to protect drinking water sources before Source Protection Plans are in
effect.

I invite you to join us in taking this opportunity to voice your needs for financial assistance in the
third and fourth years of this program and how the program should be delivered, by filling out the
attached questionnaire. This process does not guarantee a successful allocation of grant money or
any incorporation of the suggestions offered in the attached questionnaire; however it is an
opportunity to have the voices and needs of the Essex Region heard at the Provincial level.
