If you own a small business, farm, or other property within a one kilomette radius of a municipal
water treatment plant intake, you may qualify for funding assistance on projects such as the
following; septic system improvements, runoff and erosion control, fuel storage management

practices, water well decommissioning, or a consultant’s evaluation of potential water quality
protection projects.

As part of its commitment to safe drinking water, and as established in the Clean Water Act, the
Ministry of the Environment has launched the Ontario Drinking Water Stewardship Program
(ODWSP), a financial assistance program, to help landowners take early action to reduce threats to
local municipal drinking water sources.

We are seeking landowners who are interested in participating in this program. The grant incentive
supports ‘best management practices’ to assist landowners who take early actions to protect municipal
drinking water sources.

Protecting Your Local Drinking Water

The ODWSP can help you take action to protect your drinking water sources. And, you can save
money while doing it. This opportunity offers between 25% and 100% of the project cost.
Whether you are a small business owner, agricultural or residential landowner, this funding program
could help you to help your community.
