represents areas where storage of these substance would be
a significant threat - a vulnerability score shown in column 4
of the Threats table).

Monitoring the success (uptake) of the program will be
undertaken by ABC and begin within 12 months of approval
of the plan and continue to be tracked annually.

Policy

A road salt management plan shall be developed and implemented
by the Municipalities X, Y, and Z that addresses the storage,
application, and alternatives to road salt managed by municipalities
or their agents in the source protection area. A conversion to road
salt alternatives shall be investigated and included in the plan along
with a commitment to increase the use of the alternatives / decrease
the use of road salt by x% within the areas illustrated on map F (map
represents areas where significant, as per Threats table column 4).

In addition, education and outreach activities shall be developed and
implemented with a focus on reducing the use of road salt on private
driveways and adjacent privately maintained sidewalks or laneways.

These actions shall be initiated within 2 years of the plan taking
effect.
